2010 Annual Report

The Oregon Hill Baptist Center continues to partner with Pine Street Baptist Church and many other churches within the Richmond Baptists Association in “sharing the light of Christ” with all those to whom we minister.

With the help of many volunteers we continued with our regular ministries which included:



* 2 hot meals a month and a program for community Senior Adults

* Food distribution every Thursday. 

(an average of 129 individuals served each month making up an average of 69 households. Approximately 30 homeless individuals served every Thursday) 

* Financial Assistance totaling $11,964.71 for such things as rent, mortgage,


    utilities, medication, bus tickets, and birth certificates.


* Tuesday After School Program (Kids on the Hill) for elementary students



* Youth Meetings and special activities 2 Sundays a month



* Outdoor Community Movies (2 a month, May through October)


Along with these regularly scheduled activities we were also busy with many other special events throughout the year. 


Many churches contributed to our Thanksgiving Food Ministry and as a result we were able to provide food bags for 56 families. Thanks to the Youth Group of Pine Street Baptist Church for packing all of the bags!  We also provided a Thanksgiving Meal on the Wednesday before Thanksgiving for 26 of the homeless members of our community thanks to the delicious contributions of Pine Street Church and concerned Oregon Hill neighbors. 

The annual Christmas Store was a great blessing once again to all involved and we are thankful for the many volunteers and gifts that helped to make it a success. 67 families (140 children) were registered to shop through the Oregon Hill Center. Members of the Whittaker Sunday School Class of Bon Air Baptist provided parents & children with a spirited Christmas Party during our Christmas Store Orientation meeting. The Acteens from Second Baptist Church once again held a Christmas party and store giving children the opportunity to “shop” for their parents and other family members. 

Of our Youth, 12 teenage girls were able to attend a new Youth Camp/Conference this past July called FUSION.  FUSION was held at Bridgewater College and allowed our youth to enjoy worship, discipleship, and fellowship with other teens from around Virginia while experiencing life on a college campus. Approximately 20 teens attended 2 different Virginia Baptist Youth EnCounter Conferences here in Richmond. They also enjoyed a week of VBS that ended with a day trip to Virginia Beach. 
 Children enjoyed a week of VBS which was led by Pine Street Church and the youth of Second Baptist Church once again offered a week long day camp. Free Physicals were coordinated by the Oregon Hill Center and offered to all children attending Camp Alkulana. Once again this year over 30 children participated in the physicals. 
Families benefited in several ways this year through our ministries. Thanks to the RBA WMU & churches we were able to give out 128 backpacks and school supplies.  A special thanks to Huguenot Road Baptist Church for inviting and coordinating transportation for many of our program participants to attend the family “CLINIC” this past September at their church. Our mother’s support group called OHMOMS met the last Saturday of each month sharing ideas & learning new skills that promote good parenting. 
RBA Summer Sojourner, Emily Satterwhite, who was assigned to work at the Oregon Hill Center was a joy to work with and did an excellent job assisting in the ministries throughout the summer. Thanks as well to our other sojourners Laura Bradshaw, and Wil Johns for their dedicated assistance with our VBS as well as our school supply store. 

We thank each and every person and congregation for supporting the ministries of the Oregon Hill Center, but especially thanks to those who contribute on a regular basis to our food pantry, Sr. dinners, and Kids on The Hill meals. Without the steadfast commitment of these special people these ministries and others would be difficult to continue.
